Report of Surrey Chess Congress Director 
SCCA AGM 22 June 2103
This Easter we held a shorter version of the annual Surrey Congress, with a one day Congress on Easter Monday at our usual venue, Nonsuch High School in Cheam. Mike Gunn was ECF Arbiter for the Rapidplay and Paul Dupre assisted with our website and as a controller on the day. Marda Dixon was manager for the Surrey Junior Championships, assisted by a team of six controllers. TCS provided a bookstall and Chess Bites supplied the catering. Mike Basman supplied sets and clocks for the Junior Championships.
 The Rapidplay was divided into Open and U130 sections. Twenty players entered the Open, won by IM Nigel Povah (5.5/6) and the U130 with twelve players was won jointly by junior Reuben Balouka-Myers and Chris Bernard  (4.5/6).
The Surrey Junior Championships followed a similar format to last year, but with an additional age group of U13 added and the top three age sections being ECF graded. The lowest age group was U7.  Following entry numbers in the 120’s for the past two years, this time we had an unprecedented increase in entry with 192 children. 

Full details of results for both the Rapidplay and Surrey Junior events are on the Surrey Chess Congress website.
Having only managed to break even on the Congress for the past two years, this year we have made a useful operating surplus from which we have so far purchased 30 sets and boards. We will have in excess of £2000 in reserves to carry forward to the 2014 Surrey Congress ( 18-21 April)  when we will be returning to the full four day Congress, including the usual three day Standard play events. 
My thanks to all those who assisted in helping to run a very successful Surrey Congress this year and to all those who played.
