Briant Poulter Schools’ Chess League 2018-19

The Briant Poulter secondary school chess league is by far the largest such league in England. With over 200 players it provides a large number of teenagers in Surrey the opportunity to play in chess teams. Whilst some of the players are members of SCCA Chess Clubs many just play chess for their school.

In the four divisions of the league thirteen schools from all parts of Surrey took part with players ranging from some of the best young players in the country to those who have only recently learnt to play chess. Matches are played on Friday evenings between teams of 6 players, with sessions being 2 or 2½ hours long. This is only possible because of the dedication of teachers giving up their time on Friday evenings to manage their teams. By running leagues based on playing strength rather than age (all teams are Under 19) matches are between teams of similar ability and the majority of fixtures are quite close. League matches started at the end of September and were all complete by the end of March.

This year the Briant Poulter league trophy was won Hampton School who were undefeated. Last year’s champions, RGS Guildford, were runners up, also undefeated. KCS Wimbledon were third whilst their prep school, KCS Junior School were fourth with Wilson’s fifth.

For the forthcoming season it has been decided to rearrange the league with a larger first division (playing one long play game in each match) and two second divisions (East and West) playing 2 rapidplay games in each fixture. We are delighted to be welcoming two new schools to the League: The Cedars in Croydon and Langley Park Boys School.

Outside the league itself the schools have had success in various national competitions: 

In the 2018 National School Chess Championships (now sponsored by Winchester College but previously by “The Times”), RGS Guildford were second in the National Final and Hampton School third, Whilst Wilson’s were 6th. King’s College Junior School were runners up in the U11 championships.

King’s College Junior School won the U13 Junior Team Chess Challenge tournament for the 

fourth year in a row. Wilson’s School were 6th in the National final of Team Chess Challenge and 7th in the Team Problem Solving Competition.

RGS Guildford won the Eton Rapidplay tournament in which Hampton came 3rd and Wilson’s 8th (48 teams took part).
